To all IRS officers

Since all officers would be awaiting posting of their updated executive profiles anxiously, we would like to inform that as on date, profiles of all CsIT who had sent in their new forms has been updated on the system. The manual checking of these profiles is still going on. This stage is taking much longer than estimated due to the reasons given below. 

Unfortunately, many officers had sent in their details in the wrong proformas that has resulted in data entry errors. Many officers have also sent in the forms without due verification of the CCIT/CCA. Some have left wide gaps in the posting details. All these discrepancies are creating hurdles in speedy and error free data updation. Therefore, all forms are being checked manually and rectified on case-to-case basis - if possible with the data available on record. The effort is to keep the least number in “deficient” category. The intention of DBC is to make available profiles that are as accurate as possible. 

From the experience of data updation so far, it is requested that those officers who have not yet submitted their forms should do so immediately and avoid the common mistakes pointed out above. These slow down the entire work-flow.
The updation of Addl. / JCsIT forms has also been completed by 4 pm this afternoon. These will go through the same process of manual checking before they are ready to be put up on the website.
The data updation of DCs/ACsIT will commence tomorrow. According to our estimate, all data entry work relating to updation of profiles will be completed by end of the coming week. By that time, the checked profiles of CsIT/Addl./JCsIT will also be hosted, ceteris paribus.
