
The valediction of the 62nd 

batch of the IRS, on completion of its 

sixteen month induction training pro-

gramme, was held on the 8th May, 

2010 in the presence of the Hon'ble 

Union Minister of Finance, Shri 

Pranab Mukherjee, who was the Chief 

Guest on the occasion. Shri S.S.N. 

Murthy, Chairman, CBDT, Shri 

Shaikh Naimuddin, Member (P&V),  

and Shri Durgesh Shankar, Member 

(R)  were the Guests of Honor on the 

occasion. 

The 62nd batch of the IRS, be-

ing the largest batch in the history of 

the IRS, consisting of 152 officers, began 

its training at the NADT in December, 

2008. Their training comprised of three 

modules in the Academy, a two month on -

the-job-training module, and several other 

attachments including those with the Par-

liament of India, an industry and several 

Academic and other institutions.  The offi-

cers underwent a rigorous and hectic 

schedule, under the strict discipline of the 

Academy to develop and inculcate skills 

and attitude required for their functioning. 

All the officers completed the training and 

will now be joining field assignments as 

Assistant Commissioners of Income -tax.  
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NADT to have an Advanced Training Complex  

In his valedictory address to the 

officer trainees, Shri Mukherjee con-

gratulated them for the hard work they 

had put in , and exhorted them to per-

form their duty without fear or favour, 

and in the broader interest of the na-

tion and the society and ultimately 

inline with their own convictions. Re-

calling his visit to the Academy as long 

back as in 1983, then too as the Union 

Minister of Finance,  Shri Mukherjee 

recounted his over four decade long 

association with the Department that 

began with his Ministerial career as 

the Minister of State for Revenue and 

Expenditure in the early seventies. In 

his address, he referred to the signifi-

cant changes in the economy during 

the last few decades and the impact of 

globalization, which have also trans-

formed the role of tax administration 

from one of tax -enforcer to that of a 

tax administrator facilitating volun-

tary compliance and minimizing tax 

evasion by having a credible deter-

rent.  

Shri Mukherjee also high-

lighted the importance of tax in ad-

ministration by referring to Kautilyaõs 

òkosha moolo dandahó i.e.. revenue is 

the backbone of administration. While 

emphasizing that the government de-

pends on the tax administration to 

collect revenue, he complimented the  

Income-tax Department and the Cen-

tral Board of Direct Taxes for being 

able to successfully transform the De-

partment from a manual functioning 

Department to one that is equipped 

with, and is able to utilize ad-

vanced technology in its day to 

day functioning. He also hoped 

that the Department would con-

tinue to strive for excellence and 

provide best services to taxpayers.  

During the valediction cere-

mony, the officer trainees were 

administered the ôtax administra-

torõs oathõ by the Member (P&V). 

The ceremony also included the 

awards of gold medals for best 

Academic and overall perform-

ances. The awardees included 

Shri Rajat Mittal (Overall Aca-

demics, International Taxation & 

Business laws) , Shri Ankur Alia 

(Book-keeping & FMõs medal for

These modern facilities will also en-

able the Academy in carrying out other activi-

ties assigned to it, including the conduct of the 

Foundation Course for Civil Services officers, 

as well as conducting courses for the in -service 

officers of the Department. During his valedic-

tory address to the Officer Trainees of the 

62nd batch, Shri Mukherjee stated that the

FM endorses ôInternational Centre for Tax Administration & Policyõ 

at NADT : offers full support, resources; also plants a tree  

During his visit, Shri Mukherjee planted a tree near the 

NADT Library. A little later, during his speech, he complimented 

the Academy as being one of the best National Academies, and 

praised it for maintaining high standards of excellence. Stating 

that he is aware of the proposal of an ôInternational Centre for 

Tax Administration & Policyõ being planned in the Academy, he 

described it as òa logical step in the right direction.ó that will al-

low high level of capacity building of our officers. He exhorted the 

Department to make optimum use of the facilities available in 

the campus, and categorically advised up -gradation of standards, 

offering full support of the Union Government in all such endeav-

ours. He said, òYou can rest assured that resources will not be a 

constraint for this purpose.ó The Honõble Union Minister of Fi-

nance also advocated using the facilities for international train-

ing with a special emphasis on training officers of foreign coun-

tries within the SAARC region.
